The RE and Art Department recently ran a joint Islamic Art 
and Beliefs day.  Raswan Ul-Haq, an Islamic artist visited 
school.

Furthermore, the International 
dimension cannot be ignored - I hope that the day helped pupils understand that Muslims are peaceful and not at all like 
media stereotypes.' 
 
Lara Hudson and Phoebe Wilson (both Year 8) said óDuring the day each Year 8 tutor group took part in an Art/RE cross 
curricular session with Razwan Ul Haq, an Islamic artist and educator. We looked at calligraphy, the basics of what Islamic art 
symbolised and the background to the religion. In the afternoon a selection of gifted and talented art students worked with 
Razwan. He showed us some examples of Islamic spiritual art as a springboard for our own work. We closed our eyes and 
meditated before we started painting. We then sat in silence and focused on our art. We were told that any mistakes in our 
work were meant to happen and were part of the creative process.
