Apply early

one

volunteering, school roles
Practise online tests and video
interviews
Keep a spreadsheet of applications and
deadlines

Autumn (Sept-Nov):
Research employers, set up job
alerts, attend events
Winter (Nov-Feb):

First applications open (especially
large employers)

Spring (Feb-April):

Peak application period & deadlines
Summer (May-June):
Interviews, assessment centres, offers
August-September:
Apprenticeships start

Vacancies open and close

throughout the year - some may
be live for only 2-4 weeks.
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
